Harney Soil and Water Conservation District is providing $96,000 in wildlife habitat funding for landowners located in the northwest corner of Harney County near Riley. Preference will/may be given to project areas that are in or near pronghorn winter range, or at least are likely to be used by pronghorn during winter months. However, enhancements to summer pronghorn range enhancement may be considered as summer habitat quality is an important component pronghorn recruitment and winter survival.
 
Project funding may be eligible for direct implementation or for match funding for winter range habitat improvement for Pronghorn. 
Projects should/may include the following components: 

· Construction of Pronghorn migratory corridors; such as removal of barbed fences or large obstructions in the migratory path
· Removal of invasive species 

· Planting of desired habitat species
· Removal of juniper
